Although the thesis is supposedly on the Holocaust, only 7 pages are devoted to that event. What the author has actually written is a thesis documenting the complete history of the Jewish community in Uherské Hradišté, from medieval times to the present.

	Questions to be answered by student:

In the nineteenth century, the Jewish community of Uherské Hradišté spent more than 18,000 florins building and furnishing a synagogue. In 1941, non-Jewish citizens of Uherské Hradišté looted and then largely destroyed the synagogue, and the town then purchased the ruins for 30,000 crowns and recently reconstructed the synagogue, transforming it into a beautiful public library and tourist attraction. Obviously, the town profited tremendously at the expense of the local Jewish community. You state on page 37 that “the compensation due the Jews was problematic, but limited restitution has been made.” Did Uherské Hradišté compensate the surviving Jews or the families of those who died in the Holocaust for the loss of the synagogue? If so, in what form? If not, do you think compensation should be made? Furthermore, was it right for the town to restore the façade of synagogue to its original beauty and then transform the interior into a library?  In your opinion, is a library an appropriate use for the building, or is it in some way disrespectful?
