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	Evaluation justification (strengths and weaknesses of thesis):

The author argues that freedom was an important theme in both novels.
English errors throughout- at least 8 in the abstract alone. Some sentences are incomprehensible.
Poor paragraph construction. One sentence is not a paragraph.
The footnotes are incorrectly formatted.

Sometimes the author makes use of Ibid, sometimes not. 

Formatting issues. Sometimes there are spaces between paragraphs, sometimes not. See page 12.

Overall lack of consistency.

Section 2.2 is the heart of the work, but it contains so many errors as to be almost incomprehensible. Use of forestry instead of forest. The definition of nature on page 21 is weak at best, if not wrong.

Despite stating the importance of placing the novels in their proper historical context, the publication dates of the two novels are never given.
Poorly written conclusion.

Encyclopaedias and history books are NOT primary sources.
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On page 20, you state that Puritans originated from Pilgrims, which is wrong- they were two distinct groups. What were the differences between Pilgrims and Puritans?
Define Manifest Destiny and the frontier and explain their relationships, if any, to the two novels.

On page 31, you state that Puritans rejected “any kind of joy and pleasure.” Is this true, or is this a false historical memory?
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
