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	Evaluation justification (strengths and weaknesses of thesis):

The thesis just states mainly superficial generalities about nominal and adjectival phrase structure, and then. disorganized patterns of adjective modification in both languages. There is no comparison of actual different properties of the latter in the two languages, or any attempt to show some basic patterns and then divergence from these patterns.

     The author doesn’t indicate any understanding of what forces pre and post modification of a noun by the same adjective in English. The reader who already knows it can of course find examples of both in the dissertation, but the key parts of the patterns aren’t pointed out by the author. For example, the adjective own is said to be necessarily a pre-modifier, with no notice that of course it must be since it can not have its own complement. All such observations are just noted without any notion that smaller points follow from more general ones, and are not just all ‘rules’ with no systematic basis. The author doesn’t notice that e.g. compound pronouns take post modification because they precisely are not nouns—they are just taken to be yet another instance of unpredictable postmodification.

      Source materials are used with no effort to note where they are inconsistent or use different terminology. There are basic English grammar mistakes almost on every line, certainly 10 or more per page (14 grammar errors on p. 28, where the logic of the writing is also contradictory in places and circular in others

	Questions to be answered by student:

    State a general structural condition which explains which A phrases can pre-modify an English noun, and which ones can’t, for As like good, worried, loyal, angry, easy, etc.

      Explain in terms of the general pattern of English noun phrase structure why the following are not grammatical:  *We didn’t meet clever anybody there; *They went dangerous someplace; *Noisy everything bothered him. That is, why are these NOT exceptions to the general rule that simple adjective precede head nouns?
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
