The organization is chaotic. Some information (See sections 2.7, 3.0 and 4.0) falls outside of the scope of the thesis. The author devotes way too much attention (3 pages) to Texas. The author largely ignores the strong Hispanic influence on California’s American development. The author seems intent on exploring the future influences of California’s Americanization on the United States, even though this also falls outside the scope of the work. The conclusion includes unsupported statements.


	Otázky k obhajobě:

How did California’s Hispanic population maneuver throughout the Americanization process? Did Hispanics fully assimilate and integrate or did they attempt to self-segregate and maintain their own unique identity?  

How did Hispanics influence California’s development in the 1850s? Did Hispanics have agency, or was the development largely dictated by American whites? 
Did interaction between Hispanic Californians and white American Californians make California’s antebellum Americanization unique? If yes, how? If no, why not?
