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	Odůvodnění hodnocení práce:

The connection between chapter 1 and the topic remains unclear. Organization is clearly a problem: chapters should logically follow one another, yet they do not. 
The author underplays the women’s suffrage movement state-by-state campaign. In fact, women’s suffrage was a gradual process, with many (mostly western) states granting women the right to vote well before 1920.

The 1874 Minor v. Happersett Supreme Court decision is a notable omission, as is the relationship between the suffrage movements in the United States and the United Kingdom.


	Otázky k obhajobě:

On page 35, you note that the women’s suffrage movment gained strength in the West, and on pages 37-38 you suggest that the anti-suffrage movement was strongest in the East. Furthermore, the first states to ratify the 19th Amendment were in the upper Midwest, while the last state to ratify the amendment was in the South. What is the relationship, if any, between women’s suffrage and geography? 
Why were women in some territories (Wyoming 1869, Utah 1870) allowed to vote?
