	Questions to be answered by student:

Curveball was an Iraqi defector who lied to the United States about the existence of WMDs in Iraq. Taking this misinformation into account, was the United States more justified in making a preemptive strike? Explain. 
Do you agree with Robert Gates that during the First Iraq War, “the biggest strategic mistake made by the Bush administration was that they did not force Hussein out of power” (19)? 

Since the United States was partly responsible for the rise of ISIS, should the United States reengage in the Middle East and wage war against ISIS? 
How did the Sykes-Picot Agreement of 1916 influence the current situation in the Middle East? Is it all their fault?
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
