A report on Gordana Paravanová, the author of thesis
„Deformation Behaviour of Polyelectrolytes Modified Ceramic Compounds“

PhD work by Gordana Paravanova has been focused on the development of the new method for evaluation of deformation properties of ceramic compounds, which were further modified by new plasticizers. The thesis itself contains theoretical background and five manuscripts.

Ms Gordana Paravanová started her studies at the Faculty of Technology, Tomas Bata University in Zlín after coming to the Czech Republic from Croatia in 1995. She received her Ing degree in the year 2001, and after that she continued her PhD study under guidance of Professor Tibor Sebok, who has passed away in 2006. 
In disregard, she has shown exceptionally high ability to work independently on the basis of broad theoretical knowledge. During her doctoral studies she also very intensively participated on the research project of the Grant Agency of the Czech Republic.
Her thesis presents thorough systematic experimental method, producing data on the subject, which are discussed with comprehensive references to the previous research in the field. By this thesis Ms. Paravanova demonstrates her ability to conduct careful and well-oriented scientific research to a satisfactory level.
