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	Evaluation justification (strengths and weaknesses of thesis):
A few too many errors. The thesis would have benefited from a good proofreading.
Chapter 2 makes it seem as if the white response was only negative, when in fact some whites, e.g., communists, did support racial equality.

The author might have made use of the Nathan Huggins collection in Olomouc.

The role of religion and the A.M.E. church is conspicuously absent from this work.

Why did other cities like Chicago or Detroit not embrace the New Negro Movement in the same way Harlem did?
In The Strange Career of Jim Crow, historian C. Vann Woodward argues that white northerners were just as racist, if not more so, than white southerners. Defend or reject this characterization.
