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	Evaluation justification (strengths and weaknesses of thesis):
The second word of the thesis is an error.
Paragraph indentations are missing in the Introduction. 

Paragraph construction issues throughout. One sentence is not a paragraph.

Pages 17-19 are based on one source. Pages 21-25 (4.5 pages) come from one source, and it is a bachelor’s thesis. 

Multiple errors in footnotes on page 11.

Avoid absolutes like “never” (12) and biased expressions like “unfortunately” (20).

Multiple non-academic words and expressions, such as “a lot,” “really,” and “thing.”

Repeatedly refers to a diktat, which is not an English word.
Punctuation errors throughout, especially with commas.

The English considerably decreases in quality after page 17.

Czenglish, e.g., realized.

The thesis would have benefited from a thorough proofreading.

Unnecessary information on pages 33-34.

Factual error: Heydrich died on June 4, not July 4 (34).

The thesis contains a fatal flaw: The title states that the thesis will cover the period 1939-1945, but the thesis jumps from Heydrich’s assassination in June 1942 to the end of World War II in May 1945. In other words, three years of the government’s efforts are missing.

	Questions to be answered by student:
What did the government-in-exile accomplish between Heydrich’s assassination in 1942 and the end of the war in 1945?
Why were Czech communists against the re-establishment of Czechoslovakia? (27) What was the alternative?
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
