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	Odůvodnění hodnocení práce:

The author presents a thesis with clearly defined aims and thesis statement, and the introduction therefore fulfils its purpose.
- However, in the first chapter, which presents the context of the thesis, the paragraph structure is poor, and the chapter includes a tangent (American gothic fiction). Generally, the chapter scratches the surface of the genre presented, includes a lot of examples of Gothic novels, but fails to analyse the genre itself. The subchapter about the development of a vampire character in Gothic literature, however, successfully presents how the vampiric character changed from its folkloric prototype into a modern concept and the inspiration behind LeFanu´s Carmilla and Stoker´s Dracula. The first chapter is based on a number of relevant secondary sources, however, certain parts over-rely on one or two particular sources, including tertiary sources.
- The thesis includes a number of grammar mistakes (mainly word order), and the author uses rather limited vocabulary and simplistic sentences.
- The analyses are descriptive, repetitive and at times include irrelevant information (for example number of chapters), however, the author demonstrates the ability to present a synthetic approach to literary analysis.
- Conclusions from the analysis are rather shallow – the fact that Carmilla is, in comparison to Dracula, a developed character and she is not presented just as a bloodthirsty monster, could have been a great starting point, leading to much more interesting conclusions regarding the comparison of the two characters (and the author of the thesis does suggest them, but unfortunately, does not fulfill their potential – for example Carmilla as a challenge to Victorian standards).

	Otázky k obhajobě:
1. In your thesis you claim that Carmilla can be interpreted as a corruptive element in the context of the Victorian era, when the novella was published. Can similar associations be found in the case of Dracula? What concept/norm/value of the Victorian era does he challenge?

2. In your thesis you mention the difference in physical appearence between the two vampiric characters. What do you think was the reason for such different depictions (beautiful Carmilla vs. ugly Dracula)?
