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	Odůvodnění hodnocení práce:

A literary thesis on a rather difficult topic. The author demonstrates familiarity with the literary texts as well as secondary sources. The level of language and conceptual thinking is highly above what is common in the students in the program, yet this also highlights the author's rather controversial method of work. A closer examination confirms that the thesis makes an excessive use of sentences and paragraphs rephrased from secondary sources without proper introduction. A pure example can be found in Chapter 1 and, unfortunately, this method continues in the analytical section of the thesis which should be the core of the candidate's work. A random look at the text referred to in footnote 37 reveals that, once again, the text is composed of phrases taken from the cited sources.


It has to be noted, though, that the author seems to refer to all the material used, however incorrectly, and I do appreciate that he works with relevant scholarly publications rather than inferior material somewhere from the Internet. Moreover, and rather paradoxically, even a compilation of this type requires the author to use critical thinking. Thus it is regrettable that what might have been a very good thesis gets on the very border of acceptability because of the author's inability to incorporate secondary sources properly in his own text. 

Still, I recommend the thesis for defense.
