You asked too many rhetorical questions. Instead, make statements supported by evidence.

Tertiary sources should not have been used, e.g., encyclopaedias.

Footnote 67 is missing.

You seem to have become sidetracked over the Confederate flag issue, which is a separate issue from the topic of your thesis.
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You state that judging past actions by current standards is unfair (27). Dean Anežka Lengálová once told me that the rules on plagiarism have become more stringent over time, and that something written earlier, e.g., in the 1960s, should not be judged by today’s standards. Do you agree or disagree, and why?
The first amendment to the U.S. constitution guarantees freedom of speech. Does monument removal violate the rights of those who erected the monument?
Would you allow your child to wear a Confederate flag t-shirt in America?
