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	Evaluation justification (strengths and weaknesses of thesis):

The author had great problems in bringing her handed-in drafts of this thesis up to a point where they could be considered 'acceptable'. The thesis still shows some deficiencies with regard to structuring, and the English is at times not up to standard.
All in all, the structure seems a bit unbalanced: after a long introduction to the times in which Fitzgerald's novel was written comes a rather short biography and a plot summary (both not really integrated in the text), followed by a rather short interpretative chapter in which she tries to reap the fruit of her historical insights.  The topics highlighted here (cars, women, prohibition etc.) are selected with regard to the historical overview, but there seems to be a certain degree of randomness in the selection, and many other important points are left out. The author's creativity seems to be limited, and there is a lack of coherence in the argumentation.
Her English partly reads fine now, the missing articles, however, and further grammatical errors cannot be overlooked.
