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	Odůvodnění hodnocení práce:

The topic of the thesis as such is interesting and sets to explore a popular medium of communication and entertainment and the language used there. However, due to flaws and failed practises in the thesis, no valuable contribution to the field is provided. The analytical part does not contain any relevant analyses. It only really shows two tables with a relatively low amount of text and also make the reader analyse the tables by themselves, since no real analysis is explicitly provided by the author. Introduction fails to provide a clear goal of the thesis. There are numerous mistakes in English (grammatical mistakes, sentences that are poorly written and/or do not make sense; although, whereas are used incorrectly.) Several chapters in the theoretical part are not relevant for the thesis (e.g. 2.1, 2.2, 3.3, 3.3.1, 3.3.2). Much of the information presented in the theoretical part is not used in his analytical part. The student states many assumptions as facts. (“Almost anything and everything regarding Twitch viewers and streamers should be taken with upmost degree of scepticism about its earnestness.”; “there are many types of streams with many approaches, but this kind of approach that works as a foundation for the entertainment business is the most sought type by the majority of Twitch viewers”; “…Nmplol’s stream, who is one of the most established streamers on this website”;”Twitch is a streaming platform and it excels in being one of the pivotal entertainment business providers”) 

“That leads this paper to answer the question of how people communicate in some frequented chats of more popular streams, if they cannot use language or classic means of communication based on the standards they have been taught throughout their entire lives” (p 28) – First, the language is not analysed, second, the author does not specify what he means by “classic means of communication” or what are the “standards they have been taught throughout their entire lives”. 
The author forgets to explain Recktenwald’s methodology which he uses.

No sufficient information about Nmplol’s and Cdew’s streams, their popularity in numbers or the type of community around them is provided. 
Chapter 5.1 should be in the theoretical part, not in the practical part. Usage of emotes should be analysed, proper parts and examples from the two streams showed. 
“It is this development of the community and its cultural foundation that is joining the cause of this language specific creation of emotes.” – It is not clear what the author means or how he came to this conclusion.
(p 34) “There is quite a difference in people who are outside of the community and the ones who are a part of it, who are the “insiders”. The language used by “the insiders” is contributing to the “Meme culture” of nowadays computing age” - No examples of such language or memes used are present in the thesis.

The thesis turns from its original goal to analyse the language used by the Twitch community to an analysis of emotes used in two chats. 
5.2.1 – Only one example of a copypasta is presented. It is not clear from which source it comes from. 

In his Conclusion (p. 37), the author writes: “The aim of this thesis was to analyse language used on the Twitch platform and thoroughly inspect its main aspects and intentions hidden behind the meaning, which the language is supposed to convey” Due to insufficient analysis, this goal was not met.
(p. 37) “It is very likely that each community has its own sets of shared qualities, also more specifically, they have their own respective way of communication and very likely their own respective set of the Twitch emotes” The ways of communication and respective sets of emotes were not analysed.
The author states that Twitch emotes are “one of the main form of expressing a message in overcrowded chat windows.” The author fails to prove any of this. He does not analyse any extensive texts or does not show other ways of expressing a message by other means he mentions in his practical parts (such as cheering, donations, subscriptions). 

 “Basically, it was researched that in comparison to the more popular stream, which was filled with solely emotes and short messages” (p. 37) The author himself states that there were some short messages, but does not analyse them.

“Thus the reactions from viewers were somewhat coherent and cohesive messages that made sense if we do not take into account the lingo connected to the game content.” The author does not analyse any of this in his thesis.

(p. 37) “Vice versa, the chat window of the more popular stream had almost no message longer than a sentence” What is a sentence? A sentence could be very long, containing many words to be analysed.

“Throughout the research and analysis one would naturally be able to uncover the most important shared pattern amongst most of the people of Twitch community, and that would be their sense of ridiculing almost every message conveyed” This is not analysed; no example of ridiculing is showed in the thesis.
“This thesis proves that Twitch community is a discourse community” Due to the lack of analysis, the thesis does not prove any of this. Knowledge gained in chapter 3 is not applied.
“Overall, the value of seeking entertainment is present in all Twitch channels and the creation of their own ways of conveying a message proves that there is this unique communication amongst the “insiders” of the Twitch community.” – The author fails to properly analyse any of these claims.

1) What did you learn about the language of selected Twitch communities? What are some of the “own sets of shared qualities” or “their own respective way of communication” you speak of in your thesis? What data do you have to support these claims?

2) What are “the standardized way of expressing ones language” and “classic means of communication” you speak of in your thesis? Are these violated in Twitch chats? How? Is this true for all chats? If not, what are the exception? Why?
