Strengths:

The author deals with a very interesting, current topic of Cryptocurrencies and the language used in this sphere. The thesis is structured very well and the author makes use of a considerable amount of sources which she also works with well. The theoretical part prepares a very decent ground for the analytical part. The thesis shows thorough work and good critical and analytical thinking, as well as a good level of English. The thesis seems to contribute to the understanding of the language used with cryptocurrencies and sheds some light on some of the differences in use of certain observed terms. 
Weaknesses:
Introduction and Conclusion could be more specific in order to inform the reader that the thesis deals with the written language only. Some things that would perhaps improve the thesis would be a closer look on source text from “less professional” websites, from blogs of cryptocurrency enthusiasts or sources for laymen. The spoken language, which could potentially show some interesting behaviour, was not analysed at all. Some possible slang variations of cryptocurrencies could also be the subject of a further analysis.
