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No thesis statement.
Book titles should always be italicized, but the thesis is strangely inconsistent in this regard.

Skips 19th-century island literature in chapter 1 (10-11), and this despite the fact that one of the novels ultimately analyzed, The Coral Island, is from the 19th century.

The bibliography states that the Bassnett and Stephanides article covers pages 5-21, but footnote 7 cites pages 24-29.

Too much synopsis, and not enough critical thinking and analysis.
3 novels proves insufficient. The conclusion would have been stronger if the thesis contained less synopsis and a larger sample, e.g., Swiss Family Robinson, The Island of Dr. Moreau, Lord of the Flies, etc.
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Are you a postmodernist? If no, why not? If yes, is what you have written in your thesis true?
The first two novels contain religion as a primary theme, while the third novel does not. Why?
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
