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	Evaluation justification (strengths and weaknesses of thesis):
Overreliance on contemporary sources, most notably Kossuth’s Authentic Life (pages 10-12 and 16-19 come largely from this source). 

Did not make use of Kossuth’s personal correspondence, although much if it still exists.

Did not make use of John Komlos’s book on the same topic. In fact, many important secondary sources are missing. The author seems to have only used free sources available on the internet. If she had purchased a few books, the thesis might have been stronger.

Chapter 2 is poorly written. It appears this chapter was written last and hastily, and not proofread.

The thesis title should have included England as well.

It is unclear how Section 3.2 forwards the argument.

Focused too much on Kossuth’s time in the U.S. North and not enough on his time in the South.

Too much biography and story-telling and not enough critical thinking and analysis.

Kossuth was the first foreigner since Lafayette to address both houses of Congress, but this was not mentioned in the thesis.


	Questions to be answered by student:
Why was Queen Victoria against Kossuth’s visit to Great Britain?
You state that Kossuth was not well received in the South, but according to St. Leger, he was well-received in Mobile, Alabama. Why was he well received there?

Why did Kossuth skip Chicago, a city to which he was invited and which had a large immigrant population?

What did Kossuth do with all the money he raised and guns he collected on his U.S. tour?

What was the “Kossuth emigration” and how did it influence his time in Great Britain and the United States?
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
