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	Odůvodnění hodnocení práce:

I find the work mostly interesting, with impressive bibliography, but I have some objections and comments.
· There is a repetition of the idea of ellipsis on p. 13 – the identical idea appears twice in different sections of the text. 
· The size of English lexicon is given in the BT at 100,000 to 1 million; Oxford English Dictionary alone has 600,000 entries and that is only one dictionary. Almost 30 years ago David Crystal (1995) estimated the lexicon to contain at least 1.5 million words. 

· Chapter 1.2.4 uses the term “sounds”. I suppose the correct term should be “speech sounds”. In phonetics, that is a fundamental difference. 

· Paragraph structure is poor, with many ideas mixed up in one paragraph. Many parts lack cohesion. 

· The work contains several vague or incorrect statements, e.g., p. 14: “Rhythm is common in English.” or p. 16: “There are many languages in the world and each of them has a different accent.”

· The work is inconsistent in the use of tenses.
