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	Odůvodnění hodnocení práce:

The author claims in the introduction that prior to studying the talks, the “footprint” was not expected; however, we gradually learn throughout the thesis that a mild form of it is observable. This should be stated right at the beginning.

In general, the author’s work is well explained and justified. The theoretical part only contains the issues discussed in the analysis, which is good, but on the other hand makes the theoretical part slightly fragmented. 
The work is very interesting due to linking the translators’ own comments with their translation results. However, the observed categories of translation issues as well as the work of individual translators are not explored consistently, and with some features, the thesis author missed an opportunity to go deeper and explore the issues in more details. In several cases, one or two examples are not enough to prove the footprint exists. 
I appreciated the cooperation with the author; for me, it was a very positive experience.
