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	Evaluation justification (strengths and weaknesses of thesis):
The author states in the Conclusion that “many changes have to be implemented” but does not say what those changes might be. Instead, one has to look to the Introduction to find out that “transportation infrastructure” is the author’s answer to West Virginia’s problem. Yet, this is only briefly mentioned in the body of the thesis, in section 5.2.3 and strangely in section 2.2.3 under “lifestyle.” 
The thesis focuses on the 1960s and seems to jump from the 1970s to the 2000s. 

The thematic approach results in a confusing disturbing organization.

Obesity is hardly mentioned, although West Virginia leads the nation in it.

Section 4.2 documents political corruption in the 1960s but makes almost no mention of corruption since then.

With chapter 5, the English quality drops from C1 to B2.


	Questions to be answered by student:

The conclusion is that transportation infrastructure is necessary, but why would a small and generally lower-class population require such extensive infrastructure?
Why did chef Jamie Oliver’s healthy eating initiative, which is not mentioned in this thesis but probably should have been, fail in West Virginia?
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
