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	Evaluation justification (strengths and weaknesses of thesis):

Strengths
1. The thesis deals with the flapper culture from historical and literary perspectives. It focuses on flapper portrayal in the selected works by F.S. Fitzgerald. Even though quite a lot of papers, including BA theses, have been written on the subject, the paper attempts to draw the bridge between the American consumerism and its influence on women’s emancipation. 
2. The level of English proficiency is quite high, and the paper is easy to read. 
Weaknesses

1. Despite the student’s high command of English, parts of the text lack coherence. For example, in 1.1, 1.2, and 1.3. the author introduces several texts without additional information for the reader about the reason for these references and their place and role in the process of women’s emancipation. 
2. The author fails to mention some of the causes of the change in the 1920s. For example, the student does not mention that American consumerism and social improvements were the result of Ford’s introduction of an assembly line for the production of affordable cars. The cosmetic industry was also majorly influenced by the advances in chemistry as well as the invention of metal lipstick; thus, cosmetics did not “emerge” in the 1920s, as the author claims (p. 26). 
3. In her abstract and introduction, Ms. Szelongová mentions a short story “The Ice Palace”, which somehow disappears from the narrative and contents of the paper. 
4. Some parts of Chapter 2 should have been either named differently or changed to fit the titles. I am referring to 8.1 “Mothers’ Daughters and Sons” and 8.7 “Alcohol and Other Vices”. The former section focuses more on the relationship between mothers and their children in the analyzed novels and a short story, emphasizing the mother’s role than children’s perspective. With regard to 8.7, the word “vice” is somewhat confusing, since the author does not state whether we should regard, for example, kissing as a “vice” from a Victorian, 1920s or contemporary standpoint. In fact, the student mostly enumerates some of the flappers’ characteristics in the characters but does not really analyze them or provide parallels with some of the social changes described in Chapter 2. Literary works do tend to reflect social changes. It would have been fair to include Fitzgerald’s attitude to what he portrays.

	Questions to be answered by student:

1. Were there any young female characters in Fitzgerald’s novels that were not flappers? How were they portrayed? 
2. Very often the Roaring Twenties are also called “decadent”. How does the image of a flapper correlate with decadence? 
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
