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	Evaluation justification (strengths and weaknesses of thesis):
Strengths
1. The paper deals with persuasive strategies in political discourse that in the recent years has shifted to social media platforms. Obama’s and Trump’s campaigns have proven that social media is sometimes even more powerful in reaching the masses than traditional media. Therefore, a lot of politicians have gone online, using such platforms as Tweeter for reaching and persuading their audiences. 
2. Understanding how language can be used for persuasion and manipulation is very important in the modern world. This understanding allows the receiver of any message to stay critical about it. The thesis looks at Biden’s Tweeter messages through the perspective of Critical Discourse Analysis. This methodology helped to reconstruct the ideological square and legitimation strategies used for persuasion of the target audience by the candidate. 
3. Cooperation with the student was, in my opinion, very productive. Ms. Karpianusová was responsive to recommendations, independent in her search, and quite diligent with her analysis. The bibliography to the paper is representative and quite extensive.
