The author first quite correctly defines different kinds of approaches to the categorization of parts of speech, however, later in the thesis these are not specifically and systematically discussed when it comes to the particular parts of speech. The author rather concentrates on the features of the individual parts of speech not reflecting on the previously discussed sorting approaches. The second part od the second chapter deals with this problem in a more skillful way – particularly when it comes to the categories of auxiliaries, modals and prepositions.
Overall, the thesis seeks to answer the non-trivial question on what basis the word classes are and should be categorized, but I miss summarizing or drawing conclusions from the presented data. It is left to the reader to infer what the writer is hinting at, which is a pity because there is some real potential.
