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	Evaluation justification (strengths and weaknesses of thesis):

Strengths 
1. The thesis is written in somewhat good English that is easy to read and follow. 

2. The paper analyses three of Bukowski’s novels, The Post Office, Factotum, and Women, from an author-oriented perspective, assuming that the author is present in every text. In fact, having analysed Bukowski’s life and his women’s testimonies, the student concludes that the author and his fictional character have both shared and distinctive traits. 
3. The paper meets formal requirements. The bibliography contains the most recent sources important for the given topic.

4. The author knows the texts she analyzes and uses fragments from the novels to prove her points. 
Weaknesses

1. The paper has a somewhat unbalanced structure. First, I would recommend to improve the titles of the thesis sections to reflect the logic of presentation and the title of the paper. Second, Chapter 1 is only 5 pages long and lacks the information about the methods of analysis and general overview of the author-oriented approach to the analysis. 
2. It seems that a traditional author-oriented approach has evolved in the past decades and includes methodologies of cognitive literary criticism or psychological ctiticism. A more modern approach to the text analysis would have improved the paper significantly.
