	Evaluation justification (strengths and weaknesses of thesis):

The candidate covers all of the important points that should be mentioned in the context of this topic. What one notices, however, is that the whole structure is a bit unbalanced. Only as late as page 31 she starts to interpret the novel as such (on 13 pages), and what she has picked out here for analysis seems a bit random and superficial and does not result in a coherent interpretation. This is also the problem with the theoretical chapters that throw some light on the period of the so-called Guilded Age and the Progressive Era and especially on the ideology of the American dream but are, on the whole, lacking in coherence. Questions such as: 'Is this a satire on the times?' or 'Which ideology is driving the novel?' are never put and therefore also never answered.
The English is fairly acceptable but sometimes it appears a bit clumsy, and there is the occasional error but all in all, it is acceptable on this level. To the strengths of this thesis belong its good format and its fairly comprehensive bibliography, which shows that the candidate has gathered information on her subject matter that she can put to good use.
