Evaluation, comments, remarks and suggestions:

· The theoretical part brings an appropriate introduction to the knowledge of the entire topic.
· The methods of the qualitative research are described in detail (especially in chapters 2 and 3.3), including a discussion of research limits etc. The origin and meaning of quantitative data is explained less well - eg Fig. 6 and 7, or the origin of the percentage figures in chapter 3.8 (does the description of the method that is only given in chapter 4.6.1 apply to this?). It would be appropriate to put all descriptions of the research methods used to one place (preferably to the methodological chapter). The term "quasi-representativeness" (ch. 3.3.1) refers more to quantitative research; in the context of qualitative research, it would be necessary to explain what limitations the described method of the participants recruitment brings in terms of representativeness towards the studied problem.
· The evaluation of the research brings a number of interesting findings. The evaluation is done adequately with an emphasis on clarity. The use of illustrative statements of the participants, which would better show possible views on the topics found, might be considered. The research questions are not answered in a separate chapter at the end of the analytical part, but only in the conclusion.
· The project proposal respects the SMART principle, however, it could be said that the proposals are more of a framework, they are not fully specified in terms of the exact procedure and solution (including, for example, the time schedule). I believe, however, that it provides a useful framework for the further work of the respective TBU staff. I also appreciate the validation of the project, however, in fact it is a research method too that should be described more in detail.
Questions: 

· What are the limits of the implementation of your project proposal?
