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The thesis has been significantly revised and the author has evidently made some effort to respond to the comments and questions of both me and her supervisor. In particular, the formatting of citations and references, including media titles, is much better. The written academic English has also been improved, although some typos and other errors remain. Unfortunately, the content of the thesis, while elaborated somewhat, isn’t much more focused or original than before and the work would have benefited from addressing a real research question over a narrower scope. Most especially, I wish that the author had been more critical in her approach to so-called “PC/woke” (see questions below). Having said all that, however, I do find that the thesis is now acceptable and ready for defence. 
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Where did the author get their information about American so-called “Political Correctness” or “Woke Culture”? The assertions written down here are completely unsupported by any evidence or even a cited source, and I would maintain that the characterization in this draft is highly inaccurate, to say the very least.
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The assertion that South Park criticizes ‘both sides’ is hardly a new one, but are there any problems with this approach? Is it really true that, as the author puts it in the last sentence of the thesis, that Matt Parker and Trey Stone “[criticize] without taking sides”? Please take a critical stance.
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
