The thesis is one with high aspirations, and it delivers quite a bit considered it is a work at a bachelor level. To be able to cover the outlined scope, the author was pushed to select several narrow slices of an already narrow slice of the whole phenomenon under investigation, and even then, she stayed relatively on the surface. She selected the issues for investigation thoughtfully and always justified her decisions, but I believe the work provides many more questions than answers. 
The goals are stated rather implicitly in the introduction; a solid paragraph with a clear delineation of goals would be helpful. The chapters on newspapers and publishing are informative and a pleasure to read. Nevertheless, a one-paragraph chapter (1.4.1) shows lack of sensitivity for readers’ needs. The most valuable part of the work is the purpose-built corpus and the author’s ability to use software in analyzing it. The partial conclusions are rather descriptive. Possibly, investigating fewer issues would bring depth to the findings. The bibliography is voluminous and sources mostly well-employed; however, the usage could be more critical in some places. The citation norm is not followed rigidly. The work has occasional issues with coherence when ideas are not explained clearly enough. Despite the minor setbacks, I consider this thesis to be an outcome of hard and thoughtful work by a diligent and conscientious student. This Bachelor’s Thesis offers enormous possibilities to investigate many noteworthy and topical phenomena in the future. The solid ground has been laid.
