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	Odůvodnění hodnocení práce:

The thesis brings to attention a popular author in the young adult fantasy genre and looks at fantasy elements in three of her novels. I appreciate the subchapter on women in fantasy literature, where the author sketches the role of women as authors of fantasy and as characters in that genre.
The thesis, however, suffers from many issues: 
- Goals are very broad and ambitious for the purposes of a bachelor thesis.
- Introduction is too short and missing a thesis statement.
- The theoretical concepts to define fantasy are used either incorrectly (Todorov), or insufficiently (James and Mendlesohn).
- Analysis is largely descriptive and relies heavily on the plot of the novels.
- The thesis is missing the justification of the choice of the novels for analysis, therefore it seems the author selected them rather randomly.
- Formatting issues – paragraphs are not indented on some pages (for example 20, 21), the bibliography is not divided into primary and secondary works.
- Missing sources – for example on page 29 the author states that „Schwab used the English perception of death, which is in male form“, but fails to provide the source where such a claim would appear.
- The chapter with comparison of fantasy elements brings some desired information, however, it is still largely descriptive, just like the chapters with analysis of the novels.
- Conclusion includes some information regarding the way Schwab works with the fantasy elements, but it would be more beneficial if the author interconnected them with either James and Mendlesohn’s classification, or the subgenres she listed in chapter 1.3.

- The thesis uses in-text citations, while in literary theses footnotes are preferred.

Overall, the thesis suffers from the fact it was written in a rush, with important parts of the thesis being added at the last minute without proper consultations (problematic usage of Todorov’s theory, insufficient application of James and Mendlesohn’s classification, the lack of link between the theory and the analysis).
