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Lucie Pecharová’s thesis focuses on the analysis of gender differences in question tag usage based on the selected reality TV “Too Hot to Handle”. I would like to point out that it is an excellent, well-written and very mature BA thesis, which deserves an excellent grade. 
The theoretical part of the thesis discusses the grammar, structure and pragmatic meaning of question tags along with the state of research in Gender Studies in linguistics. 

The chapter on analysis offers the student’s approach to data selection, methodology as well as collection of the results backed by the statistical data as well as contrasting the results against the hypothesis. The results contribute to Gender Studies, Grammar and Pragmatics. 

The paper meets formal and content requirements to the theses of this type. The topicality of the paper is obvious.
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
