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	Evaluation justification (strengths and weaknesses of thesis):

Adéla Havelková’s thesis focuses on the analysis of six BBC reports on AI from the discourse-analytical perspective. 
Strengths

1. The paper meets formal requirements. The bibliography contains a variety of sources relevant for the given topic.

2. The thesis deals with a highly debatable topic of AI representation in the news, namely through the lens of the BBC. 
Weaknesses

3. In my opinion, six articles make too small of a corpus for a BA thesis. A more varied selection of material might have allowed the student to come to more solid conclusions.

4. There is a major problem with the thesis: it claims to apply a discourse-analytical perspective, yet the analysis focuses mainly on the lingo-stylistic perspective of the analyzed material. While the conclusions do attempt to offer an interpretation from the point of view of discourse, it remains quite shallow since it loosely addresses the relationship between texts and social practices.

5. Another issue that significantly impacts the quality of the thesis is what appears to be the student’s confusion with terminology and understanding of linguistic levels. First and foremost, the student analyzes “emotive language” and “metaphorical language” as part of the syntactical level of the text. While both can indeed influence the syntactical level, the student does not interpret them that way. For example, the student states, “writers of news stories use words that make people scared” (p. 26), and section 6.2.1 focuses entirely on the use of words with positive or negative connotations, never on syntactical structures. Additionally, direct speech, which is discussed as part of the syntactical level analysis, is not really analyzed from a syntactical point of view. Furthermore, the analysis of neologisms, collocations, and technical jargon is somewhat confusing. For example, the student analyzes the name of a non-profit organization as a neologism. At the same time, the subchapters on collocations and technical jargon overlap in their interpretation, e.g., the discussion of "data set" in both. While technical jargon does to a great degree consist of terminological collocations, there is a bit more to it.


	Questions to be answered by student:
1. Your analysis showed that both positive and negative attitude to AI was projected in the articles. In your opinion, why would the BBC include both? How does it correlate with the ideology and standards of the BBC reporting?
2. What makes discourse analysis and stylistic analysis different from each other? What are the points of their intersection? 
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
