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	Evaluation justification (strengths and weaknesses of thesis):
Vojtěch Šišák’s thesis is dedicated to critical interpretation of discourse-constituent elements of Sigma male narratives circulating on X social media platform. The aim is to trace how the X users engage with and respond to the concept of Sigma male. 
The paper addresses a societal debate around the issue of masculinity and its constituent elements by focusing on the somewhat artificial classification suggested by Beale (2010). It looks at the narratives, criticism and praise of the so-called Sigma males, a concept which has recently become a popular trend. The topicality of the paper is obvious.
The thesis offers the student’s original approach to data as well as interpretation of the results achieved. The results contribute to Media Studies, Narratology, CDA and Stylistics as a multidisciplinary approach underlines the conclusions made in the paper. The thesis is well-structured and theoretical and analytical parts have clear coherent connections. The text is quite mature and easy to read. The bibliography is varied and substantial. 
The paper meets formal and content requirements to the theses of this type.
