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	Odůvodnění hodnocení práce:

The thesis takes an interesting and current topic of female freedom regarding their reproduction rights, as portrayed in the famous novel by M. Atwood and sets out to compare the treatment of the topic in the novel and its 2017 series adaptation. The thesis provides a comprehensive introduction to Atwood’s works with focus on dystopia and political and social influences that formed the writer’s early literary career. I appreciate the contextualisation of the series, as it brings to attention contemporary social and political issues that were not relevant when the novel was written, and yet find their expression in the series adaptation. 

However, some shortcomings are present:

· Introduction is too short and focuses more on Atwood and her personna than the purpose of the analysis is going to be, which is introduced very briefly.

· Formatting issues – missing italics in the titles of the novels (for example pages 15, 41)

· Terminological imprecisions – dystopia is not a technique, fertility and motherhood are not motifs, but themes

· Parts of the thesis rely heavily on just one source, for example on pages 15 and 16, where large portions are taken from Nischik’s Margaret Atwood: Works and Impact. This continues on page 17 with 3 more citations from the same source.

· The thesis would benefit from better paragraph structure (for example page 18).

· Occasional grammar mistakes (for example page 29), occasional deviations from scholarly register (for example page 34), otherwise the thesis is written in solid English.
· The thesis would benefit from better division in the analysis of the characters, as it is not always clear when the novel characters and the series characters are being analysed. It can be confusing, especially for the reader who is not familiar with either. This is the case of especially Offred/June, ergo the protagonist.

· Some important omissions are present, for example in the analysis of Ofglen the author ignores the fact that in the series her character represents a same-sex family, thus delving deeper in the LGBTIQ+ representation that does not exist in the book and makes a significant difference between the two media.

· the conclusion does not reflect the thesis statement from the introduction. Overall, the thesis statement is only vaguely followed through in the analysis and forgotten in the conclusion.

1. On page 15 you cite Reingard M. Nischik that „dystopias are typically associated with masculinity.“ Could you explain this citation? In what ways are dystopias associated with masculinity? What might be the basis for such a generalized claim?
2. On page 35 you claim that Moira represents friendship, courage and resilience in the face of injustice. Is this true for both novel and the series? How can we then interpret different development and character arc for Moira in both media?
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
