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	Evaluation justification (strengths and weaknesses of thesis):
Once again in this version of the thesis the titles of novels and other works are written incorrectly throughout the whole work. Quotation marks or plain text is still used to write novel titles. Although in the previous review this point was clearly emphasised, the student has still failed to solve this problem. As in the earlier version, the only place in the entire work in which titles are written correctly is in just one sentence on page 16.

The seven-page plot summary (23-30) of the entire novel is again presented with almost no exploration of the events described, merely the mention once or twice in this entire section of vague, unexplained phrases such as “cutthroat nature of capitalism.” The three-page subchapter 4.3 “Thematic points” has been added which includes a series of one-paragraph commentaries on 5 topics. Each commentary is supported by a reference to one work by one academic. No comparisons or contrasts of perspectives are presented here or elsewhere in the thesis, as if only one interpretation of the novel is possible.

The four-paragraph chapter REFLECTIONS OF BRITISH SOCIETY also seems unchanged. Again, the phrase “conflicting views on Thatcher’s policies” (32) is mentioned, but never defined or explored.

This reviewer has given the revised thesis a mark of E, but if the student is unable to defend her thesis at an adequate level, for example by giving satisfactory answers to the questions below and to the questions from other members of the committee, I will once again recommend that the thesis be rejected.

 

	Questions to be answered by student:
1) According to the Turabian / Chicago Manual of Style, how are the titles of longer works such as novels and full-length dramas written in academic works? How are the titles of shorter works such as articles and non-epic poems written? Please use proper English terminology in your answer.

2) Please clearly define the “conflicting views on Thatcher’s polices” that the novel Nice Work presents. To support your answer, please present specific examples based on concrete events and / or dialogues in the novel.

3) In your opinion, what is the significance of the title of the novel Nice Work? You can express your ideas in rhetorical terms, socio-political terms, or a combination of both.
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
